o Keep campers engaged in supervised, exciting activities. 

Campers will: 
o Treat all campers, animals, and staff with respect. 
o Talk to fellow campers and staff when they have a concern or problem. 
o Listen to and follow counselors’ directions. 
o Come to camp prepared, WEARING SOCKS & SHOES, with a positive attitude, ready to have fun! ☺ 

Discipline and Dismissal: 
Due to the nature of the hands-on farm activities, and considering that we all want to have a great time at camp, 
inappropriate behavior will be dealt with immediately and repeated problems will not be tolerated. The following 
discipline guidelines have been set in order to assure all participants are treated fairly.  
If a camper is consistently disrupting the group, placing themselves or other group members in danger, repeatedly not 
following directions, or repeatedly causing trouble, the following procedures will be initiated. 
1. Camper will be given a verbal warning, identifying the problem behavior.   
2. If the behavior occurs again, a short supervised ‘time-out’ will be given. The instructor will sit and discuss the 
camper’s action and the consequences of repeating this behavior and strategies for improvement. 
3. If a second time-out is needed, the parent will be called immediately to pick up their child. The participant will not be 
allowed to take part in the remainder of the day. 
4. If, when the participant returns to camp, he or she receives a third time-out the parent will be called immediately to 
pick up their child. The child will be dismissed from Amazing Acres Farm Camp and no refund will be given. 
5. For severe offenses, such as, but not limited to, fist fighting, theft, or vandalism, the parent will be called immediately 
to come pick up their child. The child will be dismissed from Amazing Acres Farm Camp and no refund will be given.
